Why 10%? Why 20107

As an immediate, short-term objective,
the UK should aim to cut its greenhouse
gas emissions 10% by the end of 2010.
Delivering short-term actions provides the
essential foundation for mid-term policies
and long-term targets.

Without short-term action, the real work
has yet to begin.

The Tyndall Centre has made clear that:
“focusing on a long-term transition to
low carbon technologies is misguided,
with real and substantial cuts being
necessary in the short- to medium-term.”

The actions necessary to provide such

a cut vary in the scale of the reductions
they provide and in their acceptability to
the general public. However, we know
that very large reductions are achievable
over time. We also know that the first
10% will be the easiest, cheapest and the
most acceptable — made largely through
reducing obvious examples of energy
waste. This is the ‘low-hanging fruit’ of
emissions cuts. Because climate science
tells us that emissions cuts made now are

more valuable than those made later, this
low hanging fruit represents the highest
value actions we can take.

Why get the UK to cut 10% when
we account for only 2% of world

emissions?

Climate change is a global issue, and
10:10 is a global idea. Scientists say that
10% is the right 2010 target for the whole
developed world, and international
momentum is building quickly.

We've had interest from more than 20
countries, and we’ll be helping to get
these new campaigns off the ground.

The process starts with our international
portal site, 1010global.org. This website
allows people outside the UK to make
their own 10% commitment, find out if

a 10:10 campaign already exists in their
country, and if not, apply to start their own.
Campaigns are already getting off the
ground in Ireland, New Zealand, and the
US, with many more to follow.

What do you want? What does

winning look like?

We want to see people, businesses,
institutions, organisations and eventually
government do their bit to cut 10% of

the UK’s emissions in 2010. We want this
commitment to be the first step towards a
low-carbon economy free from the threat
of climate change. We want the whole
country to come together and raise our
game to tackle the defining challenge of
our time.



What happens after 20107

10:10 is a year-long campaign to get

the ball rolling on the move away from
fossil fuels. We hope that this will be the
beginning of a journey that finishes in

a world that is no longer threatened by
runaway climate change. But for now the
important thing is that we stop talking
about what happens in the future, and
start cutting the carbon.

Is this just another greenwash
campaign?

To really make 10:10 happen we have

to get everyone on board, from primary
schools and residents’ associations to
local authorities and big brands - perhaps
even government departments, if they
are brave enough to try. This is a project
to start making genuine changes to
British society, changes we need so that
we can leave our children a future we
can be proud of. That's why 10:10 does
not recognize any form of offsetting as
counting towards the 10% target.

Who is running 10107

10:10 was conceived by the team
behind climate blockbuster The Age of
Stupid. They now run the campaign with
support from a dream team of partner

organisations including The Guardian,
ActionAid, Comic Relief, the Energy Saving
Trust, the Carbon Trust, the Public Interest
Research Centre and many more.

How is 10:10 different from other

climate campaigns?

10:10 is unique because it asks people to
take a simple but meaningful action that
everyone can understand and contribute
to. As a result, it is already receiving
unparalleled support from media,
business, NGOs and the public sector.
