Local resident and member Ann Link told us:

“Since Waitrose was featured in support of 10:10 we asked if we could canvass for pledges 
outside on the 10th of October 2009. Members of the group did some brilliant display boards 
and many people wrote their pledges and put them on our tree. Lewes businesses signing 
include BBM Sustainable Design. I think the Transition movement has great potential to promote 
10:10 - we are seeing it as a �rst step in energy descent, but 10:10 has given us a real energy 
boost!  The spread of 10:10 in Lewes, as well as nationally, is taking on a life of its own.”
